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The PassMassAmendment's Ballot Initiative (www.PassMassAmendment.org) for 2017 is focused on reducing the corrupting influence of money on our state government, by reducing amount of non-resident campaign donations to elections. 

Earlier this year, we began the formal ballot initiative process with the Attorney General’s office of the Commonwealth, and are organizing petition teams and allies to engage the public to gather 90,000 signatures this September/October.  

Once gathered, the petition must be declared legal by 25% of the Legislature. And then the voters will be able to vote for or against enacting such a law.

Over the last century and more, the people have been losing their influence over our democratic process. We believe that the roots of this issue is the amount of money in our political process.  We have asked our legislators to rectify this. Recall the "Clean Elections Law" passed in 1998 by a 2 to 1 majority by ballot initiative. Our legislators refused to fund it and then ended it by voice vote.  We have passed resolutions around the state asking our legislators to act to amend the US Constitution to rectify this problem and enact laws to protect us from “big money” in politics.

And they have not acted.

As a result, we believe that it's time for citizens to act. Absent of action by our legislators, we intend to amend (clarify) the Massachusetts Constitution ourselves, and to pass laws such as the one we are petitioning for this year. 

PassMassAmendment is also working to amend the Massachusetts constitution, based on “Corporations Are Not People, Money Is Not Speech” and to require disclosure of the sources of all corporate and SuperPAC donations to elections and ballot initiatives in Massachusetts.
